reserved for the Scheduled Tribes in the Legislative Assembly shall be, such number of
seats as bears to the total number of seats, a proportion not less than the number, as on
the date of coming into force of the Constitution (Seventy-second Amendment) Act, 1992, of
members belonging to the Scheduled Tribes in the Legislative Assembly in existence on the
seid date bears to the total number of seats in that Assembly.]

(4) The number of seats reserved for an autonomous district in the Legislative
Assembly of the State of Assam shall bear to the total number of seats in that Assembly a
proportion not less than the population of the district bears to the total population of the .
State.

(5) The constituencies for the seats reserved for any autonomous district of Assam
shall not comprise any area outside that district 1***,

(6) No person who is not a member of a Scheduled Tribe of any autonomous district
of the State of Assam shall be eligible for election to the Legislative Assembly of the State
from any constituency of that district 1***:

2[Provided that for elections to the Legislative Assembly of the State of Assam, the
representation of the Scheduled Tribes and non-Scheduled Tribes in the constituencies
included in the Bodoland Territorial Areas District, so notified, and existing prior to the
constitution of Bodoland Territorial Areas District, shall be maintained.]

333. Representation of the Anglo-Indian community in the Legislative
Assemblies of the States:- Notwithstanding anything in article 170, the Governor 3*** of a
State may, if he is of opinion that the Anglo-Indian community needs representation in the
Legislative Assembly of the State and is not adequately represented therein, 4[nominate one
member of that community to the Assembly].

334. Reservation of seats and special representation to cease after 5[certain
period]:-Notwithstanding anything in the foregoing provisions of this Part, the provisions of
this Constitution relating to—

(a) the reservation of seats for the Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled
Tribes in the House of the People and in the Legislative Assemblies of the States;
and

(b) the representation of the Anglo-Indian community in the House of the
People and in the Legislative Assemblies of the States by nomination,

shall cease to have effect on the expiration of a period of 5[eighty years in respect of clause
(a) and seventy years in respect of clause (b)] from the commencement of this Constitution:

Provided that nothing in this article shall affect any representation in the House of
the People or in the Legislative Assembly of a State until the dissolution of the then existing
Hcuse or Assembly, as the case may be.

THE CONSTITUTION (APPLICATION TO JAMMU AND KASHMIR) ORDER, 2019
C.0.272

To article 367, there shall be added the following clause, namely:-
“(4) For the purposes of this Constitution as it applies in relation to
the State of Jammu and Kashmi‘r—

(a) references to this Constitution or to the provisions thereof
shall be construed as references to the Constitution or the provisions
thereof as applied in relation to the said State;

(b) references to the person for the time being recognised by
the President on the recommendation of the Legislative Assembly of
the State as the Sadar-i-Riyasat of Jammu and Kashmir, acting on

~ the advice of the Council of Ministers of the State for the time being in
office, shall be construed as references to the Governor of Jammu
and Kashmir;

(c) references to the Government of the said State shall be
construed as including references to the Governor of Jammu and
Kashmir acting on the advice of his Council of Ministers:

(d) in proviso to clause (3) of article 370 of this Constituti;)n,

the expression “Constituent Assembly of the State referred to in

clause (2)” shall read “Legislative Assembly of the State”.
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*«370. All provisions of this Constitution, as amended from time to time, without any
modification or exceptions, shall apply to the State of Jammu and Kashmir notwithstanding
anything contrary contained in article 152 or article 308 or any other article of this
Constitution or any other provision of the Constitution of Jammu and Kashmir or any law,
document, judgement, ordinance, order, by-law, rule, regulation, notification, custom or
usage having the force of law in the territory of India, or any other instrument, treaty or

agreement as envisaged under article 363 or otherwise.”
